Board of Directors Meeting May 18, 2009

The Hart County Water & Sewer Utility Authority met May 18, 2009 in the Hart County Cooperative Extension Service Building. Vice Chairman Michael Partlow called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm with Secretary/Treasurer Dave Stafford, Members Jerry Cleveland and Larry Haley, Director Pat Goran, and Legal Counsel Walter Gordon present.  Also present were HCWSUA employee Kathy Breffle, Franklin County Administrator Frank Ginn, Franklin County Water Superintendent Bob White, and guest Jerry Cannady.  Chairman Wade Carlton was absent.
Approval of agenda

Mr. Partlow made a motion to move Executive Session to a future meeting when the Chairman was also present at the meeting.  Mr. Stafford seconded it.  The motion passed 4-0.  Mr. Haley made a motion to accept the amended agenda and Mr. Cleveland seconded it.  The motion passed 4-0.

Mr. Partlow led in a prayer for Wade Carlton’s son and family for a speedy recovery from his injuries.

Introduction of, and remarks by, invited guests 
Franklin County Manager Frank Ginn gave a background explanation of the development of the water system in Franklin County and the five municipalities that exist in Franklin County.  He further explained how Franklin County pays for water from private wells.  He also provided a copy of one of their contracts with a private individual for purchasing water from their well.

Approval of April 20th regular meeting minutes

Mr. Haley made a motion to approve the minutes and Mr. Stafford seconded it.  The motion passed 4-0.

Financial report
Mr. Goran presented the financial report.  Following some discussion, Mr. Cleveland made a motion for Mr. Goran to ask the Hart County Board of Commissioners for SPLOST monies for the additional cost of adding water lines on non-county roads that was conditionally approved by the Authority during the April meeting.  These roads were not in the original scope of the Old 29 project.  Mr. Haley seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4-0.  Mr. Stafford made a motion to approve the financial reports and Mr. Cleveland seconded it.  The motion passed 4-0.

Old business

Request for water service - Liberty Hill Church Road
Mr. Goran explained that as of yet 5 people had signed up for water service along the potential project route.  Mr. Haley made a motion to table this topic until more customers signed up for water service.  Mr. Cleveland seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4-0.

Rocky Ford area CDBG project & Southwestern System Expansion

Mr. Goran presented a progress report from EMI regarding their engineering and designing of this project and the Southwestern system expansion project.  Mr. Goran informed the Board that the BOC has allocated SPLOST funds for the remaining engineering cost for this project and the Southwestern System Expansion project.  Mr. Goran also informed the Board that there would be a public meeting for the Rocky Ford project at the beginning of the regular June Board meeting and there will also be a public meeting for the Southwestern System project on Wednesday, May 27 at noon.

Old 29 project  

Mr. Goran gave an update on the progress of the project.  

Gateway Phase II water and sewer 
.

Mr. Goran informed the Board that he decided to purchase a new pre-assembled water meter / backflow preventer vault due to the low cost, rather than relocating the existing vault from Royston Highway.  Additionally, the tie-in to the City of Lavonia’s water line has been completed and we are now servicing 8 former Lavonia customers plus we are ready to serve the industrial park when tenants are there.

City of Hartwell’s 10/15 water purchase proposal 

Mr. Goran informed the Board that he had spoken with Hartwell City Manager David Aldrich regarding this and Mr. Aldrich and that they agreed to meet again regarding this.  Mr. Cleveland suggested that all correspondence to Mr. Aldrich also include copies to all City Council members.  

Investigation of future water supply sources 
Mr. Goran mentioned that he had spoken with Fortson Well Drilling and had met with Roger Haley of Herring Well Drilling.  There was some discussion about the possibility of using existing wells on Lavonia Beach Drive, Whippoorwill Circle and Paynes Creek Road and the need to create a list of potential wells.
