BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Hart County that
there is hereby levied on all property in Hart County subject to taxation, an ad
valorem tax for the year 2015, the same being levied and collected for the
following purposes and in the specific amounts set forth below in separate levies
as provided by law:

PART I- County — Wide Tax Levy
There is hereby levied on each and every One Dollar ($1.00) worth of taxable

property in Hart County an ad valorem tax for general county maintenance and
operations purposes and to pay temporary loans for such; said tax shall be
assumed, levied and collected for the year 2015 as follows:

PART II: School Tax Levy

collected for the year 2015 as follows:

PART lll: State Tax Levy
There is hereby levied upon each and every One Dollar ($1.00) worth of

taxable property in Hart County where the rate is fixed by the State Authority
charged with the duty of fixing rates for taxation of the State of Georgia and an
ad valorem tax to be assessed, levied and collected for the year 2015 as follows:

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SALES TAX AND INSURANCE PREMIUM TAX ROLLBACK RESOLUTION

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Hart County, in
compliance with existing laws pertaining to the funding of services or reduction in
taxation of properties in unincorporated Hart County, Georgia as the result of
receipt of funds from INSURANCE PREMIUM TAX it is hereby resolved that
there shall be an “Insurance Premium Rollback” in the amount of 0.0 mills which
shall apply only against the Maintenance and Operations levy for the
unincorporated areas of Hart County, Georgia. Utilization of proceeds from this
fund shall also be used for the funding of Services in Unincorporated Hart County

BE IT ALSO RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Hart County, that
in order to provide a reduction in taxation of properties in Hart County, Georgia
as the result of the receipt of funds from the LOCAL OPTION SALES TAX, it is
hereby resolved that there shall be a “Property Tax Rollback” in the amount of
2.214 mills which shall apply against the maintenance and operations levy for all
areas of Hart County, Georgia.

THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Maintenance and Operations Levy for
Tax Year 2015 shall be:

Incorporated Areas of Hart County 5.207 Mills
Unincorporated Areas of Hart County 5.207 Mills
