The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 24, 2015 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Jimmy Carey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Frankie Teasley, Ricky Carter and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 
Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 
Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 
Chairman Carey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 
Chairman Carey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda to include item 13g) MOA City of Lavonia. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s) 
· 2/10/15 Regular Meeting 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the minutes of the February 10, 2015 meeting. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 
· COC Chairman Chuck Whelan 
Chamber of Commerce Chairman Church Whelan introduced the members of the Executive Committee and gave the BOC members the 2015 events calendar. 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 
County Attorney Walter Gordon gave an update on HB 170.

9. County Administrator’s Report 
County Administrator Jon Caime gave an update on HB 170, HB 8 and the winter storm damages. 

10. Chairman’s Report 
Chairman Carey commended the Road Department for their services rendered during bad weather conditions and announced that Governor Deal will dedicating State Patrol Post 52 March 20, 2015 at 11:00 a.m. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports 
Commissioner Teasley commended all public safety employees’ efforts during the bad weather conditions. 

Commissioner Dorsey remarked on the ongoing funding issues for the District Attorney’s office. He requested a study between the D.A. and Public Defender’s office on a case by case basis to determine the true cost of operating both offices. He announced Little League will hold their opening day activities March 28, 2015. 

12. Old Business 
a) Batting Cage Carpet 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to award the bid to Bowers Flooring. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	b) Courthouse Annex Roof 
County Administrator Caime explained the roof on the courthouse annex has reached the end of its useful life and is now failing and leaking. He also reported that the HVAC units for the annex are at the end of their useful life and will requirement replacement soon.  He gave two options, the first is to hire a consultant to assist with bidding the replacement of the flat roof and the second is to hire a structural engineer to design replacing the flat roof with a sloped metal roof system and replacing the HVAC systems. 

Commissioner Teasley moved to proceed with a metal truss roof. Motion died from lack of a second. 

Commissioner Dorsey stated the roof replacement project is not a budgeted expense and suggested making repairs on the building until a roof replacement can be budgeted.  

13. New Business 
a) DFACs County Budget Letter 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve option #3 (funds are to retained in Fund Balance and be used upon request and approval from the County Commission for special projects). Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	b) CBDG Resolution 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the resolution contingent upon removing the language involving the City. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	c) Probate Request for Years of Service Credit 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve 6 years of service for Janet McCart retro to date of full time employment of January 22, 2015. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	d) DDA/City of Hartwell Downtown Kiosks 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the issue until the next meeting. Chairman Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	e) Little League Contract 2015 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the Little League Contract. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion tied 2-2 (Commissioner Dorsey abstained). 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the contract providing that Little League purchase the chalk and paint and voluntarily be subject to the open records act. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0 (Commissioner Dorsey abstained).

	f) Barnes Academy Contract Field Use 2015 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the contract and include the organization voluntarily subject to the open records act. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	g) MOA City of Lavonia 
This MOA is an agreement that Hart County can decide not to move forward with the Northern Sewer Line Project if one or more of the grants do not materialize. Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the MOA. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Mary Beth Focer commented on open records request. 

15. Executive Session – Potential Litigation 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to exit into executive session to discuss potential litigation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
