Approved by the 
Hart County Board of Commissioners
October 25, 2011



BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE NEED FOR THIS POLICY:
The Hart County Board of Commissioners supports the volunteer firefighters in Hart County through the following pay policy:
1.      All firefighters who are paged out to any type of call will receive $15.00 per call for reimbursement. (A truck must go 10-8 for firefighters to receive reimbursement.)
2.  At the discretion of the Officer in Charge he can request additional station and man power for any type of emergency in which additional help is required, firefighters will receive per call for reimbursement.  
3.      All RIT team members that respond in their TFZ (Task Force Zone) to any structural fire will receive $15.00 per call for reimbursement (This is a NFPA rule and we get ISO points for this, and it is a safety issue.)
 4.      All firefighters who respond to structure fires and large grass fires who have not been paged out, but come to help between the hours of 6:00 am & 6:00 pm because of man power shortages will receive $15.00 per call for reimbursement. (car fire and fire alarms do not apply.)
5.      All firefighters will receive $15.00 per training meeting, two meetings per month for reimbursement.
 6.  At the discretion of the Chief, firefighters who attend specialized training classes will receive $15.00 for the class for reimbursement. 
 7.      All firefighters must attend at least 50% of all trainings meetings and drills and shall meet a minimum of 25% of all creditable fire calls per pension fund rules to receive their pension reimbursement at the end of the year. The pension fund rule applies to the mathematical formula used to calculate the hours that determents the percentage rate of 50% of fire calls and 50% of meetings to receive their reimbursement. 
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Amendment to
Alcoholic Beverages Ordinance
Hart County Code of Ordinances
Chapter 6, Section 6-9

	
	WHEREAS, on May 28, 1985, Hart County Board of Finance adopted an Ordinance to regulate the sale of beer and wine in Hart County; and
	WHEREAS, said Ordinance is codified in Chapter 6 of the Hart County Code of Ordinances; and
	WHEREAS, the Hart County Board of Commissioners has determined that the penalty provisions of said Ordinance should be updated and more fully defined;
	NOW THEREFORE, the Board of Commissioners hereby amends said Ordinance by striking Section 6-9 in its entirety, and replacing the same as follows:
“Section 6-9. Penalty for violation.
	(a)	Violation of any provisions of this article for failure to comply with any of its requirements constitutes a misdemeanor.  Any person who violates this article or fails to comply with any of its requirements shall, upon conviction, be punished as provided in section 1-13, and in addition may be liable to pay all costs and expenses involved in such case.
	(b)	In addition to and totally separately distinct from the penalty provided in subsection (a) of this section, any violation of any of the provisions of this article or failure to comply with any of its requirements shall be grounds for immediate suspension or revocation of any and all licenses, regardless of the number of locations involved, and regardless of whether or not the holder of the license knew or contributed to such violation.  It is the intent of this subsection without limiting the generality of the foregoing to grant to the Board of Commissioners the right to suspend or revoke any or all licenses held by a licensee when any violation of this article occurs at any place of business where alcoholic beverages are sold pursuant to a license issued under this article.
	For any violation of Section 6-6 of the Ordinance, the minimum penalty shall be as follows:
	1. For the first offense: 30 days license suspension;
	2. For the second offense: 60 days license suspension;
	3. For the third offense:  Permanent license revocation.
	(c)	Any violation of the general state law pertaining to alcoholic beverages shall constitute a violation of this article.”
