The Hart County Board of Commissioners met January 15, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. at the Hart County Library. 
Chairman Bill Myers presided with Commissioners Brandon Johnson, Joey Dorsey, and RC Oglesby in attendance. Commissioners Daniel Reyen was absent.   Members of the Hart County Industrial Building Authority and the HCWSA were present.
Chairman Myers introduced the subject of the meeting was to discuss with the IBA and the HCWSA issues of County Sewer and Water.  He explained that his biggest concern was the need to increase sewer in the county so that we can continue to have industrial and economic growth.  He also stated that in his meetings with the City of Lavonia that Lavonia is now focusing its efforts on growth south of the City towards Commerce.

The HCWSA explained the current water projects.  A discussion on sewer took place.

Commissioner Dorsey commented that the current SPLOST allocations to the County water and sewer system is already allocated to proposed projects including the Airline Tank water project and the proposed Nancy Hart water project.  He stated that if the BOC wants more water and sewer installed in the County we will need more money which may require the County to borrow money.  

Members of the IBA expressed concerns about the need for additional sewer capacity at I-85.   While we currently have an allocation of 100,000 gpd, the concern is if we will be able to get an increased capacity.  They explained that more than one industrial prospect has indicated a need for more sewer than we currently have available.  IBA Chairman Doug Cleveland voiced a concern that we should be able to control our own sewer in the future and not be reliant solely on Lavonia.

After further discussion, the consensus was that a committee consisting of IBA Director Dwayne Dye, HCWSA Director Pat Goran, and County Administrator Jon Caime will discuss the short term solution on sewer with Lavonia.

At the same time the HCWSA will develop a long range plan for sewer that identifies which direction the County should take in the long term on developing sewer infrastructure and treatment.
