The Hart County Board of Commissioners met January 3, 2013 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 
Chairman RC Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Joey Dorsey, Brandon Johnson and Bill Myers in attendance. 
Chairman RC Oglesby introduced that the subject of the meeting was to discuss a short term solution to the Jail Food service but that he was removing himself from the discussion due to his relationship to one of the previous bidders for this service.
Vice Chairman Dan Reyen then presided over the meeting.  He explained that the existing jail food vendor has quit providing this service.  County Administrator Jon Caime contacted the two other vendors who bid on this work in 2012 and only one of those vendors, Ludis Soul Food, expressed an interest in providing meals on a short term basis.
Commissioner Reyen made a motion to affirm CA Caime’s action to hire Ludis Soul Food to provide Jail Food at the price paid for the previous vendor, Tater House Grill.  Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion.
Commissioner Johnson commented that this action is for a temporary basis.

Commissioner Dorsey emphasized that this is an emergency situation.  He stated that there should be a set time period for this action and that the BOC should rebid this work as soon as possible.  He noted that this will allow Ludis to be able to plan ahead.

County Attorney Walter Gordon stated that it is best that the BOC consider rebidding this work but that under the circumstances a temporary action is needed.
Commissioner Myers suggested a 60 day temporary time period for Ludis.  

Commissioner Reyen then revised his motion to affirm CA Caime’s action to hire Ludis Soul Food to provide Jail Food at the price paid for the previous vendor, Tater House Grill, for a period of six months.  This motion died from a lack of second. 

Commissioner Dorsey then made a motion to affirm CA Caime’s action to temporarily hire Ludis Soul Food to provide Jail Food at the price paid for the previous vendor, Tater House Grill through March 15th of this year.  Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion.  Motion passed 4-0 (Chairman Oglesby abstained).

Commissioner Johnson then made a motion to place the Jail Food back out to bid for a bid opening the first BOC meeting in February.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  Motion passed 4-0 (Chairman Oglesby abstained).

Chairman Oglesby then moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
