OVERVIEW OF THE SCOPE OF WORK

Hart County is upgrading its existing park located at 200 Clay Street, Hartwell.  This bid is for all new fencing, including backstops for four ball fields and fencing at an additional field.    

Bidders must bid the entire project.  The County may choose to award any combination of the items or all of the items.  The prices submitted will include all costs including overhead, profit etc… so that each item can be independently awarded depending on the amount of funds available.    

The Bidder will be responsible for removing and discarding the existing fencing and posts, grading the needed areas and any additional prep work prior to beginning work.

All materials must meet American Society for Testing & Materials (ASTM) Standards and the Chain Link Fence Manufacturers Institute (CLFMI).  

The County anticipates starting this work in mid-Fall during the Baseball off-season.  

Measurements included in the descriptions are approximates.  Bidders are encouraged to visit the park and take accurate measurements for their bids.    
GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

1. Fabric:  Fabric shall be continuous, galvanized chain link 9 gauge woven wire with barbs turned down. 

2. Knuckling of wire shall be used instead of barbed wire ends.  Wire shall be galvanized and support arms shall be in accordance with CLFMI specifications.  

3. Backstops:  No tension wire should be placed on backstop; two (2) braces at the bottom an inch above ground; fasteners should not exceed 15” intervals all the way around backstop

4. Posts:  All posts used in the construction of this fence shall be hot-dipped galvanized schedule 40 pipe conforming to ASTM A-120 or SS-40 with a zinc coating of 0.9 oz./sq. ft. with a chromate conversion coating and then a polyurethane acrylic coating of no less than 0.3 mils dry film thickness.  The SS-40 shall also have a zinc rich interior coating of not less than 0.3 mils dry film thickness.

5. Terminal Posts:  Terminal, corner and pull posts shall be 3” O.D. Schedule 40 pipe weighing 5.79 lbs/lin. ft. or 3” O.D. SS-40  pipe weighing 4.64 lbs/lin. ft.  Terminal posts shall be installed at every point that fence changes grade or turns a corner.

6. Line Posts:  Intermediate line posts shall be Schedule 40, 2 3/8” O.D. pipe, 3.65 lbs/lin. ft. or 2 3/8” O.D. pipe weighing 3.117 lbs/lin. ft.  All line posts to be evenly spaced at maximum spacing of 10’-0” O.C.

7. All terminal, corner and pull post to be of sufficient length to extend 36” into a 12” diameter concrete footing and all line posts shall be set in concrete footings with a depth of 36” and diameter of 10”

8. Top Rail:  Top shall be 1 5/8” O.D. Schedule 40 pipe weighing 2.27 lbs/lin. ft. or 1 5/8” O.D. SS-40 pipe weighting 1.84 lbs/lin. ft.  All joints to be swedge type.  Top rails shall pass through line post tops and be fastened to terminal posts by pressed steel connectors.  Top rails shall be kept parallel to ground – uneven top rail will not be accepted.

9. Bottom wire shall be 6 gauge galvanized wire.  Bottom rail shall be kept parallel to the ground and at least 1 ½” from the ground – uneven bottom rail will not be accepted.

10. Braces:  Braces shall be same as top rail and installed midway between top rail and bottom of fabric.  Braces shall be fastened to posts with pressed steel connectors.  Truss with 3/8” rod with turnbuckle.  Braces to be installed between each terminal post and to adjacent line post each way.

11. Fabric Connections:  Fabric shall be fastened to terminal posts with 3/16” x ¾” tension bars with 11 gauge 7/8” wide steel bands fastened at 24” O.C.  Fabric shall be fastened to line posts and top rails with tie wires of aluminum alloy of 0.144 inch diameter.  Line posts to be tied at intervals not exceeding 15” and top rails not exceeding 24”.

12. Drive and Passage Gates:  Traffic gates shall consist of commercial grade hardware.  Gate frames shall be constructed of Schedule 40, 1 5/8” O.D. pipe, 2.27 lbs. per linear foot or 1 5/8” SS-40 weighing 1.836 lbs/lin. ft. with heavy corner fittings of welded or pressed steel fabric shall be same as fence.  Hinges to be of malleable or pressed steel.  Gates shall have positive latching device with padlock provision, center plunger rods, catch, and outside catch to secure gate in open position.  Posts shall be Schedule 40, 3” O.D. pipe, 5.79 lbs/lin. ft. or 3” O.D. SS-40 pipe weighing 4.64 lbs./lin. ft.  Posts shall be of sufficient length to extend 36” into 12” dia. concrete footing.  Fabric to be same as fencing.

13. Miscellaneous fittings shall be furnished as needed and shall be galvanized.

I. GENERAL INFORMATION FOR BIDDERS

Hart County reserves the right to reject any or all bids, further negotiate with one or more bidders, and, waive any technicalities or informalities if it is deemed in the best interest of the County.  Hart County assumes no responsibility in the costs incurred by the bidder in preparing a response.             
The Hart County Board of Commissioners reserves the right to waive technicalities, to accept or reject any and all bids or proposals and to waive any irregularity in any bid or proposal received, to award the entire bid or proposal to one vendor or multiple vendors or to make awards by group or location, whichever is in the best interests of Hart County.
It is the bidder’s responsibility to verify all quantities and specifications are met to perform the work as specified herein, before submitting their bid.   Price submitted shall include all labor and materials for completion of the work.  In the event of a conflict between these specifications and any referenced specifications the higher quality specification shall supersede.  Quantities listed are approximate and may be varied at the discretion of the Owner.  

All measurements given on the list of work to be done are approximate.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to verify all quantities and measurements necessary to perform the work as specified herein, before submitting their bid. 

Bids submitted and prices submitted shall be valid for 90 days after submittal of bids.  After this 90 day period, the bidder has the right to withdraw his pricing or be awarded the work at the bid price should the County choose to award this work.  If only one bid is received the County may choose to not open the bid and solicit additional bids prior to opening all bids in a public meeting.
The Contractor shall be responsible for all damage or injury to property of any character resulting from any act, omission, negligence, or misconduct in the prosecution of the work.  When any direct or indirect damage or injury is done to private or public property by or on account of any act, omission, negligence or misconduct in the execution of the work, the Contractor shall either restore at his own expense such property to a condition similar or equal to that existing before such damage or injury occurred; or shall make good such damage or injury in a manner acceptable to the owner of the damaged property and to the County.

If unit prices are required to be submitted with the bid, these unit prices will be applied to any changes that occur in the project as directed by the owner through a formal change order.  The unit prices submitted will include all expenses including engineering, profit, overhead or any other expenses occurring with the changed unit.  Changes/unit prices will apply to both additions and deletions of work.
II.   PREPARATION OF BID
A.   Bidders must submit bids on the proposal forms provided.  Additional materials can also be included with the bids.  Complete both the bid form and bid supplemental form.  Place the bid in both numbers and words on the bid form in the space provided.  In the event of a conflict between the number and words bid the price in words shall be used. B.    Any deviations (exceptions) from the bid specifications must be included on the Bid Supplemental form.  Such deviations may be evaluated by the Owner in making a final determination as to the selection of a bidder.  
Contractor shall list on the Bid Supplemental Form all of their proposed sub-contractors.  Sub-contractors must be licensed by the State of Georgia for their respective discipline (if applicable).  Changes in sub-contractors by the successful contractor after the bid award must be approved in writing by the County.  

A list of equipment owned by any bidder must also be included to help determine their ability to complete the contract (or attached with the bid).  

References for similar work (minimum of three) as this project must also be included on the bid supplemental form or attached with the bid.

C. Submit proposals filled out in ink or typewritten, without erasure, interlineations or changes. No bid changes will be permitted to be placed on the outside of the envelop.  If a bidder desires to change the bid prior to the deadline for acceptance, the bidder may remove place the revised bid in a new sealed envelop.

D. Make proposals in name of the principal and if a partnership, give names of all parties. Give exact post office address.  If an agent submits proposals, provide satisfactory evidence of agency authority with proposal.

III.   BIDDER’S RESPONSIBILITY
A. Before submitting their bid, the Bidder shall carefully perform all necessary investigations to inform themselves thoroughly as to the specifications needed for this work. 

B. Bidders must comply with the State of Georgia Public Works Laws for bidding this work.  In general, if the bid is greater than $100,000, a five percent (5%) bid bond must be included with the bid.
IV.   INSURANCE, LAWS, PERMITS, LICENSES, REGULATIONS, ETC.
A. Licensure for work will be as required by any applicable regulatory agency.



B. The Contractor, in execution of the work, shall conform to all applicable Federal and State laws, Municipal Ordinances and rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over construction of the work, including in part, all construction codes and safety codes which may apply to (1) performance of work; (2) protection of adjoining and adjacent property; (3) maintenance of passageways, guard fences or other protective facilities; and shall obtain and pay for all permits, licenses and approvals necessary for construction of the work and give all required notices.

C. The Contractor shall arrange for all inspections required by Federal, State, and Municipal or other authorities having lawful jurisdiction and pay all fees and cost incurred.

D. The successful bidder shall be required to submit proof of workman’s compensation coverage for all employees of the bidder, as well as public liability insurance of at least $500,000/$1,000,000 limits.  In addition, the successful bidder will be solely responsible for any damages done by their company (or their subcontractors and suppliers) to public utilities and/or personal property as a result of the execution of this Contract.

No oral changes or interpretations shall be made to any bidder regarding the bid Documents or any part thereof.  Every request for an interpretation shall be made in writing via fax or mail to: Lawanda Curry, Recreation Director, at the contact information above.  

Any inquiry received five or more days prior to the date fixed for acceptance of bids will be given consideration and addressed to all known bidders in the form of an Addendum.  Any changes or interpretations to the specifications shall also be in the form of an Addendum to the Bid Documents.  All Addenda will be faxed and mailed to each person holding Bid Documents, but it shall be the bidder’s responsibility to make inquiries as to the Addenda issued.  All such Addenda shall become part of the Bid Documents and all bidders shall be bound by such Addenda, whether or not received by the bidders.  It shall be the bidder’s responsibility to ensure delivery of any and all requests for interpretations.

VI.   OTHER REQUIREMENTS

Contractor shall employ certified personnel to perform this work. Contractor shall perform all work during daylight hours, Monday through Friday unless Hart County gives prior approval.

Contractor shall be responsible for cordoning off work areas, posting signs, or other methods necessary to maintain safe movement of foot traffic in and around the work at all times.  

Contractor will be responsible to ensure safe conditions exist around the work as a result of activities.  

Should the contractor, in the opinion of Hart County representatives, fail to comply with any requirements of these specifications; the County may delay work until such requirements are satisfactorily met.

Any quantity listed is approximate and/or estimated.  Contractor shall verify all quantities.  Hart County reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to further negotiate with one or more bidders, and, to waive any technicalities and informalities, and to accept the bid deemed to be in the best interest of the County.

This bid package and any subsequent bid addendum are the specifications and contract documents for this project.  The County must approve any variance from the required specifications in writing.  If there is a conflict between these specifications and any referenced specifications, the higher quality specification shall be applied. 

VII. CONTRACT PERIOD, CHANGE ORDERS & PAY REQUESTS 

Contract work period shall be from award of the bid (early September 2007) to December 14, 2007.  Work shall be completed within this time period unless a Change Order is issued by the County extending the Contract period.  Such change orders may be issued for extenuating circumstances beyond the control of the Contractor.  All requests for change orders must be submitted within 30 days of the occurrence of such circumstances and approved by the Owner.

If the bidder does not estimate that this work can be performed in this time period, the bidder may make an exception on the Bid Supplemental Form indicating the time period required for completion of this work submitted with the bid.  Such time estimate, either longer or shorter, may used as a determination factor in combination with the price submitted at the discretion of the County as determined to be in the best interests of the County.  The successful bidder will be required to complete the work in time submitted in the bid supplemental form if such time is included by the bidder in this form and accepted by the County.

The County will pay one pay request per 30-day period and only one check will be issued to the Contractor per pay request.  Additional pay requests may be issued at the close of the Contract.  The County will pay all pay requests within 20 business days after receipt.  Pay requests will be paid based on percent work complete and/or material delivered and present at the jobsite.

Ten (10%) retainage will be withheld from each pay request.  Upon completion and acceptance of the work, the retainage will be paid to the Contractor.  Payment of retainage will be allowed for unit price work completed during the duration of the work (i.e. per completed road).  Final completion of the work will include submittal of required certifications including; Contractor’s Affidavit of Release of Liens (AIA G706A or similar), Contractor’s Affidavit of Payment of Debts and Claims (AIA G706 or similar), Subcontractor’s Release and Waiver of Claims.

Any changes in the scope of work will be awarded only by a formal written change order approved by the owner.  Resurfacing of existing paved roads (paid on unit prices) will only be as directed by the Hart County Public Works Director in writing.

Within ten (10) working days following notice to proceed (NTP), the contractor will provide a  schedule indicating outline of work to be completed.  Failure to provide the schedule promptly may result in a delay of invoice payment until such schedule is provided.

The County will perform an inspection periodically and satisfactory work will be paid for; unsatisfactory work will have to be redone at no expense to the County.  
VIII. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

For each working day, as specified in the contract, that any work remains uncompleted after the contract time (including all extensions and adjustments of contract time), the sum of $150 per day will be deducted from any money due or to become due the contractor or his/her surety as liquidated damages.  Such deducted sums shall not be deducted as a penalty but shall be considered as liquidation of a reasonable portion of damages that will be incurred by the owner should the contractor fail to complete the work in the time provided in his/her contract.
