Board of Directors Work Session April 25, 2013

The Hart County Water & Sewer Authority met April 25, 2013 in the Hart County Cooperative Extension Service Building.  Chairman Hugh Holland called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm with Vice Chairman Michael Partlow, Member Wade Carlton, Member Larry Haley, Member Mike MacNabb, Director Pat Goran, Legal Counsel Walter Gordon, and Secretary/Treasurer Kathy Breffle present.  Also present were Russ Brink of EMI and Hart County resident Jerry Cannady.
Mr. Holland opened the floor for discussion.  Mr. Brink explained about current and future usage amounts, necessary flow rates, and pressure zones in HCWSA’s current and future system.
After some legal discussion about motions occurring in work sessions, the Board agreed that any motions and votes that occur during the work session will also occur in the May Board meeting.

Mr. Carlton made a motion for HCWSA to own, operate, and maintain any pumps in HCWSA’s system.  Mr. MacNabb seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4-1 with Mr. Partlow opposed.  
The Board agreed to have EMI proceed with modeling of the possible additional connection to the City of Hartwell’s water system on Highway 51/Bowersville Highway.  The Board also agreed to have EMI perform an engineering study about filling the proposed Airline Area Tank with all three water sources.  The Board requested that EMI’s study address the estimated capital and operating costs as well as the possible advantages and disadvantages of each connection.
Mr. Cannady presented current costs estimates for short and long side water taps under the current maintenance contract and the Mt. Olivet/Reed Creek Project contract.  The Board discussed the definition of “under construction” and the policy associated with said wording.  Mr. Carlton made a motion to define “under construction” as when HCWSA is installing a 6” or larger waterline and the installation has been competitively bid.  The motion passed 5-0.

Mr. MacNabb made a motion to adjourn and Mr. Partlow seconded it. The motion passed 5-0.
