Board of Directors Meeting November 18, 2013

The Hart County Water and Sewer Authority met November 18, 2013 in the Hart County Cooperative Extension Service Building.  Chairman Hugh Holland called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm with Vice Chairman Michael Partlow, Members Wade Carlton, Larry Haley and Mike MacNabb, Legal Counsel Walter Gordon, and Secretary/Treasurer Kathy Breffle present.  Also present were Lake Morris of The Hartwell Sun, and Hart County residents Carole Buckel and Jerry Cannady.
Approval of agenda 
Mr. MacNabb made a motion to approve the agenda and Mr. Carlton seconded it.  The motion passed 5-0.

Approval of October 21st meeting minutes
Mr. Haley made a motion to accept the minutes and Mr. Partlow seconded it.  The motion passed 5-0.

Financial report
Mr. Holland presented the financial report and Mrs. Breffle answered questions proposed by the Board.
Old business

Nancy Hart School Road Area 2013 CDBG project 
Mr. Holland reminded the Board that the bid opening would be Tuesday, November 26th at noon.

Lightwood Road project 

Mr. Holland informed the Board that this project was out to bid with the bid opening scheduled for Wednesday, December 18th at noon.

Mrs. Buckel asked the Board to include the removal of the water system buildings in the York Shores subdivision in any negotiations with Paradise Water Company.

Airline area water tank / connector project
Mr. Holland informed the Board that HCWSA was still waiting on soil tests results from EMI’s consultant.  

Hartwell water purchase agreement  
Mr. Carlton made a motion to accept the Hartwell water purchase agreement and to authorize the Chairman and Secretary to sign said agreement.  Mr. Haley seconded it.  The motion passed 5-0.

Discussion of possible water supply via pumping Hartwell water 

Mr. Holland informed the Board that Mr. Goran had a different idea for pumping Hartwell water than the plan and design the Board voted to proceed with.  He further stated that Mr. Goran would present his plan at the next Board meeting.  Mr. Carlton asked that this item be removed from the agenda until Hartwell’s engineers inform HCWSA on their capacity and flow. 

Haven Drive request for water service and likely need to use condemnation 
Mr. Gordon informed the Board that he had not received any response from the property owner regarding an easement.  The Board asked for Mr. Goran to present current construction cost estimates and possible current and future customer number at the December meeting.  
Pioneer Rural Water District

Mr. Gordon explained that HCWSA had received correspondences from the Corps of Engineers regarding HCWSA’s allocation and not allowing either Landology or Pioneer Rural Water District to use any part of HCWSA’s allocation as the majority is already allocated to the City of Lavonia.  He further informed the Board that HCWSA had received a signed contract from Pioneer agreeing at a fair price to use part of HCWSA’s allocation.  Mr. Gordon informed the Board that he had advised Mr. Goran to send an email immediately back to Pioneer Water informing them of HCWSA’s inability to reallocate water withdrawal from Hartwell Lake per the Corps of Engineers.  Mr. Gordon understood that the email had been sent before November 15th but further suggested the Board also make a formal motion about said action.  Mr. Haley made a motion for Mr. Goran to send written acknowledgement to Pioneer Rural Water District that per the Corps of Engineers, HCWSA does not have sufficient allocation remaining to allow them to withdraw using HCWSA’s allocation thus the signed contract is rejected.  Mr. MacNabb seconded it.  The motion passed 5-0.  Mr. Gordon also asked that the original contract be returned to Pioneer Rural Water District unsigned.
