Request for Qualifications and Proposals

Replacement of a Bridge in Hart County 
Overview Scope of Work

The Hart County Board of Commissioners is seeking professional engineering services for design, permitting, bidding and construction of a replacement creek crossing for a county road near Hartwell, Georgia.  

Proposals are being accepted until Tuesday July 25, 2006 at 3:00.  Proposals must include detailed pricing information including an expected budget to provide this service as outlined in this RFP.

Overview of the Project
Hart County has recently taken over the maintenance of Cedar Pond road (see map).  This road includes an existing creek crossing that is failing and routinely floods.  During flooding, the five residences are isolated and do not have access including emergency vehicle access.  The creek crossing and adjacent section of road appears to be located within a flood plain.  

The County desires to replace this crossing with the best and lowest cost solution so that the residents on the end of the road will have access to their residences during normal rain events.  A single lane of travel should be sufficient to meet this need.  

The Engineer hired to perform this work will design a new crossing using the best and lowest cost solution.  The Engineer will permit this work (if required) and create a bid package for the County to bid this work.  The Engineer will also be responsible during construction to ensure the requirements of the bid are being met.
RFPs should provide prior experience with similar projects including insight into alternative structures that may be available for a lower cost solution.  RFPs should also include a not to exceed budget for each phase of the work as well as other expected costs for managing this project.  
RFP Preparation

Proposals must be submitted in the following format so that the County can accurately and efficiently analyze each proposal.  Not adhering to the following format can be considered non responsive and the proposal may be discarded by the owner at the owner’s discretion:

Qualifications must meet the following guidelines to be considered:

Seven (7) copies of the proposal will be presented to Hart County by the due date and time at which time the proposals will be opened and the names read aloud.  All proposals will be subject to public inspection and disclosure after being opened.

Faxed submittals will not be accepted.

Format:

SECTION 1. Include Lump Sums, Rate Schedules and Fees.   A statement shall be included making reference to the acceptance of the provisions set forth in this RFQ and any variances to any statements included in the RFQ shall be described in detail.   The proposal must be signed by a duly authorized executive of the Consultant including date and title of signer.  The County is expecting detailed pricing for any and all charges that may be anticipated as a part of this work.  

The County is requiring lump sum budgets for anticipated components of this work.  The format for any lump sum budgets submitted is not defined and is at the discretion of the Engineer.  However assumptions used and product(s) expected will be detailed for each lump sum budget created so that both parties know what is expected.  
SECTION 2:  A resume of your firm to include each key employee assigned to this project.  Also include Federal Standard Form 254 and Federal Standard Form 255 (or similar format).  If any proposed work is to be subcontracted to another firm not your full time staff, indicate which sub-consultant is proposed to perform the work as well as their credentials, costs and other pertinent information. 

 

Give the approximate length of time expected to complete this work.  Assumptions should be included to define the length of time submitted.   

 

SECTION 3:  A comprehensive list of similar projects completed in the past ten years, to include the name and telephone number of the firm’s contact persons.  

SECTION 4.  Include a brief statement of your firm’s experience and qualifications or other information for the County’s consideration.  The qualifications should include listing of all experience specifically related to similar projects in which your firm has participated.

SECTION 5:  Additional brochures, project history sheets or other information deemed appropriate for submittal. (please be brief).
Selection Process

The selection may be evaluated based on:

a) The general experience of the firm

b) Costs, lump sum and/or unit costs

c) Their specific experience on similar projects       

d) The general qualifications and technical competency of the individuals in the firm

e) The specific qualifications and technical competency of the individuals to be involved 


      in the project as they relate to similar facilities

f) Past performance:  based on list of all similar projects completed within the past ten (10) years.

g) Their approach to meeting time and budget requirements and costs

h) The current and projected workload of the firm as it affects this project

i) Their insight related to the project and the site

Other
Each prospective respondent shall fully acquaint themselves with the scope, condition and requirements and/or restrictions of this project.  

The Consultant shall maintain such insurance with insurance companies satisfactory to the County as will protect it and the County from claim under Workmen’s Compensation acts and other employee benefits acts and from claims for damages because of bodily injury, including death and from claims for property damage which may arise either out of or during operations, whether such operations be by the Consultant or by any subcontractor or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them.  Such insurance shall not be less than the following amounts and shall include the described coverages:

      6.  Errors and Omissions

c.  These policies shall insure Consultant and the Hart County Board of Commissioners against all claims for injury or death to persons or damage to property and shall contain an appropriate cross liability clause insuring the County of Hart against any loss or damage to County property resulting from acts of Consultant, its officers, employees, servants or subcontractors, and waiving any right of subrogation against the County of Hart.

d.  Prior to commencing any work, the Consultant shall furnish the Hart County Board of Commissioners with appropriate certification of such insurance name the County of Hart, its officers and employees as additional insured, evidencing to the County Hart’s reasonable satisfaction appropriate insurance coverage.  Such certificates shall provide that such insurance coverage shall not be canceled except after at least thirty (30) days written notice to the County of Hart.
