SCOPE OF WORK:
The Hart County Board of Commissioners is building a new Sheriff Office building which is a single story structure of approximately 6000 sf in floor space and an additional building that is approximately 1000 sf of floor space.  This bid is for the installation of complete gutter and downspout systems plus the installation of all exterior finishings (vinyl soffit and metal trim) as shown on the attached drawings for the 6,000 sf main building and as needed for the 1000 sf building (no building design shown on attached drawings for smaller building) and as described in this bid package.  
All bid prices submitted will include the entire turn key (complete) installation of the gutter and downspout system and/or the vinyl soffit and metal trim.  All materials for this project will be included with the price submitted with the exception of the large exterior millwork brackets (bidder will install these brackets as part of the bid price submitted).  Bidders may bid the gutters and downspouts and the vinyl and metal trim or either one of these two.  
Part 1:  Gutters and Downspout System:

The metal gutters and downspouts will match the roof in color.  The downspouts and gutters will be supplied and installed by the bidder.  All costs for the entire system will be included with this bid price.  The installation will be as shown on the attached plans and as per the construction as built (site visit is recommended).  The additional smaller building will have a gutter and downspout system to match the larger building.  Bidders can bid on this work only or can bid on this plus the vinly/metal trim.  Gutters can not be installed until the metal facia covering in part 2 of this bid has been installed.  Downspouts for the main building will drain into existing PVC drainage system that has been installed.  Downspouts for the auxiliary building will drain to the ground surrounding the building.  A sealant will be applied in the gap of the brick behind the downspouts prior to the installation of this work.
Part 2:  Vinyl soffit and trim:

The vinly and metal trim will be a separate bid price.   Bidders can bid this work plus the gutter and downspout work (part 1) or just this work.  The vinyl soffit will be white in color and will be solid with enough vented soffit to allow adequate roof ventilation.  The perimeter soffits will be standard  4 inch v groove 12 inch wide panels running perpendicular to the building.

The front porch area has been changed from the attached drawings and will be a flat ceiling/soffit of vinyl panels that simulate an edge and center bead board pattern.   The back (car port area) will also be solid non vented material that will be of a pattern to simulate edge and center bead board.  The perimeter soffit of these two areas will match the building perimeter soffit.  The exposed beams that require covering will have a metal bottom trim and vinyl sides covering.  The vinyl sides covering these beams will be run vertically.
All remaining exposed areas (frieze board, facia etc…) will be covered with metal boxing.  The metal facia will continue below the gutters and underneath the roof drip edge.    The gable ends of the main building will be covered in metal and vinyl (white).  The vent slats will also be covered with metal.  The County will prime these slats with paint prior to this work.  The trim around the large roll up doors on the smaller building will also be covered with metal.

An additional frieze board, covering the gap at the top of the brick, will be installed by the County prior to this work beginning.

All costs for the entire system will be included with this bid price with the exception of the large exterior millwork brackets as shown on the attached drawings.  These brackets will be supplied by the County but will be installed by the bidder.  The cost for installation of these brackets will be included with this bid price.  The installation will be as shown on the attached plans and as per the construction as built (site visit is recommended) except where noted changes have been made in the actual construction.  The additional smaller building will have a similar vinyl soffit and metal trim  system to match the larger building but no decorative brackets. 
I. GENERAL INFORMATION FOR BIDDERS

Hart County reserves the right to reject any or all bids, further negotiate with one or more bidders, and, waive any technicalities or informalities if it is deemed in the best interest of the County.  Hart County assumes no responsibility in the costs incurred by the bidder in preparing a response.             
The Hart County Board of Commissioners reserves the right to waive technicalities, to accept or reject any and all bids or proposals and to waive any irregularity in any bid or proposal received, to award the entire bid or proposal to one vendor or multiple vendors or to make awards by group or location, whichever is in the best interests of Hart County.
It is the bidder’s responsibility to verify all quantities and specifications are met to perform the work as specified herein, before submitting their bid.   Price submitted shall include all labor and materials for completion of the work.  In the event of a conflict between these specifications and any referenced specifications the higher quality specification shall supersede.  Quantities listed are approximate and may be varied at the discretion of the Owner.  

All measurements given on the list of work to be done are approximate.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to verify all quantities and measurements necessary to perform the work as specified herein, before submitting their bid. 

Bids submitted and prices submitted shall be valid for 90 days after submittal of bids.  After this 90 day period, the bidder has the right to withdraw his pricing or be awarded the work at the bid price should the County choose to award this work.  If only one bid is received the County may choose to not open the bid and solicit additional bids prior to opening all bids in a public meeting.
II.   PREPARATION OF BID
A.   Bidders must submit bids on the proposal forms provided.  Additional materials can also be included with the bids.  Complete both the bid form and bid supplemental form.  Place the bid in both numbers and words on the bid form in the space provided.  In the event of a conflict between the number and words bid the price in words shall be used. B.    Any deviations (exceptions) from the bid specifications must be included on the Bid Supplemental form.  Such deviations may be evaluated by the Owner in making a final determination as to the selection of a bidder.  
C. Submit proposals filled out in ink or typewritten, without erasure, interlineations or changes. No bid changes will be permitted to be placed on the outside of the envelope.  If a bidder desires to change the bid prior to the deadline for acceptance, the bidder may remove place the revised bid in a new sealed envelop.

D. Make proposals in name of the principal and if a partnership, give names of all parties. Give exact post office address.  If an agent submits proposals, provide satisfactory evidence of agency authority with proposal.

III.     BIDDER’S RESPONSIBILITY
A. Before submitting their bid, the Bidder shall carefully perform all necessary investigations to inform themselves thoroughly as to the specifications needed for this work. 
IV.   INSURANCE, LAWS, PERMITS, LICENSES, REGULATIONS, ETC.
A. Licensure for work will be as required by any applicable regulatory agency.



B. The Contractor, in execution of the work, shall conform to all applicable Federal and State laws, Municipal Ordinances and rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over  the work, including in part, all construction codes and safety codes which may apply to (1) performance of work; (2) protection of adjoining and adjacent property; (3) maintenance of passageways, guard fences or other protective facilities; and shall obtain and pay for all permits, licenses and approvals necessary for construction of the work and give all required notices.

C. The Contractor shall arrange for all inspections required by Federal, State, and Municipal or other authorities having lawful jurisdiction and pay all fees and cost incurred.

D. The successful bidder shall be required to submit proof of workman’s compensation coverage for all employees of the bidder, as well as public liability insurance of at least $500,000/$1,000,000 limits.  In addition, the successful bidder will be solely responsible for any damages done by their company (or their subcontractors and suppliers) to public utilities and/or personal property as a result of the execution of this Contract.

E. Bidders must comply with the State of Georgia Public Works Laws for Bidding this work.  In general if the bid is greater than $100,000 a 5% bid bond must be included with the bid.

F. Under Georgia Law, bidders must provide an affidavit of compliance with the Georgia Security and Immigration Compliance Act of 2006 forms for their company and any all subcontractors proposed under this work if this work is awarded to your firm.  (500 or more employees July 2007- June 2008, 100 or more employees July 2008-June 2009, all contracts after July 2009).
