The Hart County Board of Commissioners met May 26, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

· BOA Supplemental Budget Requests 

BOA Chairman James McMullan requested additional funding of $7,000 for a copier/printer stating that the current copier is beyond repair. 

After discussing the issue, Chairman McMullan added that their second option would be to request a reallocation of funds from their temporary budget line item to the capital line item budget. 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to allow reallocation of funds from the temporary wage budget to the capital line item budget in the amount of $7,000. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

County Administrator Jon Caime reported that the joint city/county meeting is in the process of being scheduled.
