e) Rec Background Check Policy Revision

Commissioner Reyen moved to amend the background check polity to move “other than vehicular homicide” to Section A 3 to carry a 5 year ineligibility period from coaching. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
