5:30 p.m. Budget Work Session Minutes
The Hart County Board of Commissioners met in a work session Monday, September 22, 2008 at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Ken Brown, Gary Mize, and Joey Dorsey in attendance.  
Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to fund the Hartwell DDA $7,600 from the 110 Economic Development Fund.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. County Administrator Jon Caime explained that the BOC intends to liquidate the 110 fund and that some expenses have been shifted from the General Fund 75000 account to do this but that some of these expenses may need to be shifted back to the General fund depending on the amount of money left in the 110 fund.

CA Caime explained that Senior Center and Transit director Linda Godfrey expressed that she did not want to come before the BOC to explain her programs any further.  Commissioner Reyen made a motion to eliminate funding for the transit system.  Commissioner Brown seconded the motion.  Vote 3-2 (Chairman Oglesby and Commissioner Mize opposed).

Commissioner Reyen then made a motion to eliminate funding for the Senior Center.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  Vote 4-1 (Commissioner Mize opposed).

The BOC then agreed to the budgets for the 201, 206, 215, 218, 251, 322, 323, and 540 accounts.
The BOC agreed to add 10 miles of surface treatment for dirt roads with Districts 1&3 1 mile each, Districts 2 & 4 2 miles each and 4 miles for District 5.

With no further business, Chairman Oglesby made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Reyen, passed 5-0.
