The Hart County Board of Commissioners met September 23, 2014 at the Hart County Administrative Building after the regularly scheduled BOC meeting. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners Jimmy Carey, R C Oglesby, Frankie Teasley and William Myers in attendance. 

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the FY15 budget.  

Members of the Literacy Center presented their request to continue the current funding level.  Chairman Dorsey explained the County’s current financial situation requiring a reduction in spending. He stated that the BOC funded the Lit Center at a much higher rate in earlier years allowing the Center to build up a reserve but now the County is requiring those with reserves to use their reserves similar to how the County has been using their reserves.  

Chairman Dorsey made a motion to have the County pay for the electricity, gas, sewer and water directly in lieu of the County providing an annual stipend.  Commissioner Oglesby made a second to the motion and the motion passed 5-0.

After further discussion on the budget and millage, Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to adjourn, Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 5-0.
